In line with findings in the scientific literature,1-10 it is found that 
autoimmune T1D diagnoses can take a toll on entire families.  

 
The majority of people who have responded to this survey have 
had a wide array of negative experiences from the disruption to 

everyday life that was caused by autoimmune T1D diagnosis. 
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What emotions do people remember feeling when they 
themselves, their partner, or their child was diagnosed  

with autoimmune T1D?

There is a substantial emotional impact on people 
diagnosed with autoimmune T1D. 
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What characterized the early days for families as they  
began life with autoimmune T1D?

Many people feel that the early days of being diagnosed 
with autoimmune T1D pose challenges of reorganizing 

daily life, and 1 in 2 feel well-supported by HCPs.

Which parts of the family’s life were significantly changed  
after getting diagnosed with autoimmune T1D?

In the lives of the newly diagnosed, the biggest changes 
are dietary adjustments, sleep disturbances, and 

adjustments to social life.
